2. This contempt case is filed complaining the willful a.nd
de iverete non-complia.nce of judg:ement of this Hon'ble court made in
WP.N0.29254/2024 dated 12.12.2024, by the Respondent herein and
to s2ek action under Contempt of Courts Act and Constitution of india.
3. | submit that, myself and ather Petitioners, has been serving és
Pump Operators since last more than 2 decades. Initially we were
engaced on daily wages, garning Rs.90/- per day which was later
enhanéed to Rs.110/- per day, Rs. 120/- per day, Rs.175/- per day
and Rs. 350/- per day in the years 2000, 2005, 2007 and 2013
respectively. Despite long years of service and fulfilling all eligibility
critéria, w-e have not been cranted the time scale along with attendant
benifits, though it was extended i'n respect of other employees of our
Devasthanam. On our repeated representations, we were paid
consolidated pay of Rs. 15,000/~ per month in December 2018.

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Thereafter, as per the orders of Raspondent No.1, we were extended
time scale alone, granting the basic pay of Rs. 17,850/- and later at
Rs. 27,500/- Per Month as per reQised pay scales without providing

the attendant berefits.

4. | submit that, despite pericrming the duties of regular Pump
Operators, fo} over 2 decades, we were not paid time scale with
attendant benefits. We represented to the Government, requesting for
grant of time scale with benefits which includes HRA, DA and other
allowances, on par with :hosz granted to other employees of the
temple. The Government after considering our representations, issued
REV01- ENDWOBMSE (TEMA)/1/2024-ENDT-I, dated 25.09.2024,
directing Respondent herein(Commissioner Endowments) to address
our grievance. However, no action was taken by this Respondent.

5. At that stage, we have “iled WP.N0.29254/2024, for a direction
to this Respondent (Commissioner, Endowments) to extend the time
scale benefits attached tc the post of Pump Operators as was done in
the case of other employeas of Devasthanam. Despite clear
instructions/ directions fram the Government vide Memo No. REVO01-
ENDWOBMSE (TEMA)/1/2024-ENDT-| dated 25.09.2024, directing to
take necessary action, nc action was taken and hence filed Writ
Petition, arraying the Government ‘and Executive Officer of the temple

as formal Respondents to the Writ Petition.
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6. | submit that, in the said Writ Petition this Hon'ble Courl was
pleased to pass the interim ordgzr on 12.12.2024, and it reads as
follows:

Initially we were engaged on daily
wages, earning Rs.90/- per day which was later enhanced to Rs.110/- per
day, Rs. 120/- per day, Rs.175/- per day and Rs. 350/- per day in the years
2000, 2005, 2007 and 2013 respectively. Despite long years of service and
fulfilling all eligibility criteria, we have not been granted the time scale along
with atten_.dant benifits, though it was extended in respect of other employees
of our Devasthanam. On our repeated representations, we were paid
consolidated pay of Rs. 15,000/- per morith in December 2018. Thereafter, as
per the orders of Respondent No.1, we were extended time scale alone,
granting the basic pay of Rs. 17,850/- and later at Rs. 27,500/- Per Month as

per revised pay scales without providing the attendant benefits.

- 4, | further submit, as per the cadre sirength of 3" Respondent Temple, as
fixed by Respondent No.2 vide proceedings dated 06.02.2013, the total
sanctioned posts of Pump Operators are nine(9). Apart from these,
Respondent No. 3 was permitted to engage 8 more on contract basis. Myself
and other Petitioners here in were engaged on that basis and initially paid
daily waéés and subsequently consolidated pay and later extending time scale
attached to the post of Pump-Operator without att_endant benefits as stated
supra. Out of 9 sanctioned posts; 7 persons retired from service on attaining
the age of superannuation and those posts were kept unfilled and our services
are being used as regular Pump Operators. Thus we have been discharging

the duties of regular Pump Operators since long.
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5. | submit that, despite performing the duties of regular Pump Operators,
for over 2 decades, we made representations to Respondent No.1, requesting
for grant of time scale with benefits which includes HRA, DA and other
allowances, on par with those granted to other employees of the temple. Tha
1t Respondent after considering our repr;a'sentations, issued REVO1-
ENDWOBMSE  (TEMA)/1/2024-ENDT-l, dated 25.09.2024, directing
Respondent No.é to address our grievance. However, no action was taken by

Respondent No.2. The relevant portion of the order reads as follows:

“A copy of the reference cited is enclosed herewith to the

Commissioner,Endowments  Department, Andhra  Pradesh,
Vijayawada wherein they have requested to extend the time scale
to them on par with other employees who have been extended time
scale as they have been working as Pump Operators in the subject
temple for the last 19-24 years.
2. He is requested to examine and consider the same and take
necessary action as per rules to extend the time scale on par with
other employees if they are fully eligible for the post of Pump
Operator.”

6. | submit that, the post of Pump Operator falls under Class IV- water
works branch and it is categorized as Class IV, Category 3. The method of
recruitment prescribed under Rules is by Way of direct recruitment and the
qualification prescribed are ITI Certificate in fittef trade with experience of not
less than 1 year. We ‘all possess ITI Certificates in fitter trade and having
experience of about 2 decades. It is for this reasons, the 1% Respondent
directed Respondent No. 2 to consider ana extend time séale on par with
other employees who had already given similar benefit. 1 submit that, We

made representations on 30.09.2024 requesting the 2" Respondent to
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implement the orders of the 1% Respondent, but of no use. Hence we are

constrained to approach this Hor'ble Court for redressal.

7. We have no other alternative efficacious remedy than to approach this

Hon'ble Court by invoking its extraordinary jurisdiction under Article 226 of the

Constitution of India.

8. We have not filed any other petition or application before any forum or

authority, seeking the same relief or relisfs sought for in this writ petition.

9. Under the above circumstances, it |s therefore prayed that this Hon’ble
