Later, the orders were reversed and the principal secretary, Usharani, 
Ratanraj, Krishnaji Rao as the inquiry officer and March, the regional 
commissioner, Chandrasekhar Azad, were given orders. These 2 orders are 
at any level. If it is not implemented then we can come to an assumption about 
the corruption in the office of Endowment Commissioner. Same is the case 
here.
