In the above index, the government has given orders to give Rs 20 000/- 
as a 'minimum ccmmissicn guarantee' to Nai Brahmins who work oh commission 
or consolidated basis in temples where Kshaura Karma is performed for at least 
100 days in a year. Attaching the orders of the said Government, all the orders 
passed by Logada are rejected and the following implementing procedures are 
issued. This government policy should be implemented from 6.01-05-2023.

1. Revising the existing Kesha Kandan fee from Rs.25/- to Rs.40/- in all temples 
in the state. Full 40/- should be given to the commission dog working there for 
performing the Kshaura Karma. This increased fee should be implemented in 
temples implementing minimum commission guarantee and also in non­
implementing temples.

2 Temples where Kshaura Karma works for 100 days in a year, all the details of 
Nai Brahmins working on commission & consolidated basis prior to 01-01-2022 
as on 01.01.2022 are locked online. Attached is the list. In the said list only 46 
Temple / Mathmulandali Commission ! Consolidated Nai Brahmins will have to 
implement this minimum corhmission guarantee by the Executive Officer*? 
subject to conditions. ’

9. Nayi Brahmins should take the average monthly income (hairdressing fees) for 
all combined (commission & consolidated) and determine whether the minimum 
commission is less / more than guaranteed in that month. If the average amount 
exceeds Rs.20,000/- iri that month, then that amount should be given to Nai 
Brahmins. If the average amount is Rs. 20,000/- in that month, the Executive 
Officers will have to take action on the basis of one completed PIDAP and the 
next as follows -

a. The talanilas in that temple should, be paid from the annual amount raised by 
tender cum-bahirangavelam, secondly.

b. Hair cutting fees, the annual amount sold through tender-cum-public auction 
and also the annual amount of hair dyes sold through tender-cum-public auction 
is fully spent, in case it is difficult to pay the minimum guaranteed commission in 
that month, as a third preference, an amount up to a maximum of 3% from the 
annual assessable income of the temple should be used to pay the minimum 
guaranteed commission.

c. In the event that even after spending all the amounts from (a) and (b) above, 
the funds are not sufficient to pay the minimum guaranteed commission in a 
month, the Executive Officer should submit proposals for the "gap amount" 
through the Devadaya Department to the Government through the 
Commissioner, preferably the Executive Officer.

Regarding the implementation of this scheme, the following four reports (In Excel 
format) should be compiled every month by the concerned Executive Officers and 
submitted (cumulatively) to the Commissioner's office by the 15th of every month.

The above implementation procedures, subject to relevant subsequent changes 
must be followed to successfully implement the minimum commission guarantee 
of Nai Brahmins. In all remaining temples where the minimum commission
